Plungerhead | “Old Vines”, Lodi, CA ‘08 • 29.00 btl 
A big rich mouthful of wine, ripe cherry, cassis and rich vanilla and spicy tannins, a fun zesty zin!

Opolo Vineyards | “Mountain Zin”, Paso Robles, CA ‘08 •  44.00 btl 
Big and juicy, plenty of ripe black cherry, raspberry, and spice, soft tannins and balanced acidity.

Brazin | “Old Vine”, Lodi, CA  ‘07 • 40.00 btl  
Inky color, aromas of spice, mocha, flavors of plum, chocolate, rich tannins and vanilla mocha notes.

Dry Creek Vineyard | “Heritage”, Sonoma County, CA ‘07 • 25.00 btl

Ancient Peaks | “Margarita Vineyard”, Paso Robles , CA ‘07 • 25.00 btl
Toasty aromas, hint of white chocolate, jammy flavors, fine tannins, structured finish.

**Paso a Paso | Tempranillo, La Mancha, Spain ‘08 • 18.00 btl
Black cherries, boysenberries, blackberrys, balanced tannins, oak, rich, spicy black fruit on finish

**Sierra Cantabria | Crianza “Red Wine”, Rioja, Spain ‘05 • 21.00 btl
Cherry and plum scents, red fruits on the palate, solid tannins, focused finish is spicy and long.

**Tercos | Malbec, Mendoza, Argentina ‘07 • 24.00 btl 
Fun, full style red with volume and depth, blackberry and cherry fruit with a hint of French oak!
